Location

The property is located just one mile west of Hughes
Arkansas.

Acreage
There are 465+ /- total acres with 440 acres in WRP.
25 acres have been reserved from the WRP for lodge

sites and dove fields. The lake is approximately 50
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acres and there are numerous food plots within the WRP.

Topography

The topography is mostly flat lending itself to easy
flooding for ducks. During the winter there are
approximately 175 flooded acres for waterfowl hunting.

Improvements

There are three wells with one power unit offering more

than adequate water to flood the property for duck hunting.
Numerous duck blinds, pits and deer stands are sirategically

placed and proven through years of successful hunting.
